That's the milestone that's recently been achieved by Simas, a ceramic sanitary ware company established in 1955 in Civita Castellana (Viterbo, Italy), at a time when companies were customarily built with “human capital”. In addition to its human resources, the company's ethic have also always been focused upon the territory and the environment, which physiologically extend to include 100% Italian excellence based on tradition and respect for everyone (including the distribution chain), which constitutes the true strength of this company. 
"The most significant challenge today", explains Alessandro Scopetti, general director of SIMAS SpA, who has once again been confirmed as vice president of Confindustria Ceramica, "lies in the ability to convey the company's history and to tell its story, or rather the ability to create a bond with the consumer in order to obtain a competitive advantage that will allow you to distinguish yourself on this increasingly difficult market. This is an unparalleled advantage to be carefully guarded on the highly competitive international market, where a company's reputation is not an objective to be reached, but is rather a means for achieving its business goals".  
Simas has chosen CERSAIE to celebrate its first sixty years.  
A beautiful Italian story. 12 July 1955. Simas was founded in Civita Castellana, which at the time was already an area that boasted significant skills in terms of manual labour, which had been passed down from father to son. Like in the past, the area is still home to people who are dedicated to bringing projects to life, in which everyone makes a contribution based on their own skills and talents. A joint stock company with 68 shareholders, 109 employees, and 150,000 pieces produced per year. All made entire in Italy, with the single goal of creating increasingly modern and contemporary trends that will endure over time thanks to the company's consolidated know-how, which has been handed down in the name of work ethics over the years. Simas boasts a deliberately driven artisanal strength that's continuously evolving, and is based upon two prerogatives: everything is made entirely in Italy and is produced exclusively using internal processes, from the casting and painting operations, to the tunnel ovens and the bar code system, with a pathway that ranges from internal logistics to distribution. 
As a symbol of the craftsmanship that's inherent to Italy's own DNA, Simas remains dedicated to its original principles: idea sharing, teamwork, loyal agents, and prompt pre- and post-sales support services. 
In short: Simas is always there.
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Simas, 100% made in Italy. Products that are rigorously guaranteed by the stringent requirements of the 'Ceramics of Italy' marking promoted by Confindustria Ceramica, for which the company was among the industry's first to obtain the usage license, in 2011. A history of superb craftsmanship that's in perfect harmony with the spatial and temporal expressions of the design, all coming together in a vast catalogue of products that's capable of satisfying all the market's various demands, while at the same time always maintaining exceptional quality.  From Classical to Designer models, from elegant countertop washbasins to refined bathtubs, all designed to maximise the interior space, and to guarantee exceptional comfort and harmonious contours for rooms of 
any size, complete with ideal solutions for renovations, new buildings, and original contract work. 
The processing is carried out entirely in-house in order to guarantee the absolute quality of the materials, with the possibility of choosing that which is most suitable in order to avoid the appearance of defects over time.
Exceptional teamwork and environmental protection. In order to meet all the market's various demands, Simas is able to rely upon efficient pre- and post-sales support services, a UNI ISO 9001 - 2008 certified quality management system, a UNI-ISO 14001-2004 certified environmental management system, and a comprehensive network of loyal sales and service representatives. Materials of the highest quality, and production processes that fully respect the company's own UNI-ISO 14001-2004 certified environmental policies. Simas was one of the first companies to contribute to Centro 
Ceramico Civitonico's first gypsum recovery plant, and also participated in the Io COMPENSO project, which was aimed at planting trees in order to offset the company's own CO2 emissions.
Simas and internationalisation. Qatar, Dubai, China, Russia, USA ... Simas is without borders. Thanks to the now unavoidable calling of internationalism, the company has also begun exhibiting its 100% made in Italy products at international trade fairs, with a penetration strategy that's aimed at gaining access to the various markets (from the most traditional to the recently emerging) by establishing partnership agreements with representation agencies and distributors. The company has established distribution and representation agreements (in some cases long-standing) in Australia, the countries of the former Soviet Union, the Middle East, and Europe, and has now even established its own trading company in the United States. In this regard, Simas has selected prestigious distributors and showrooms as clients, and has even established important relationships with architects and interior designers, which have proven to be particularly fruitful in the case of renovations or new constructions of prestigious hotels, by offering a remarkable return on image. Again with regard to the industry's professionals, Simas has been an academic sponsor of the higher education courses at Poli.Design (a Consortium of the Milan Polytechnic for architects and designers) since 2005, and has also continued to speak Russian in Italy during the advanced HoReCa Design training courses. 
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In April of 2015, with the objective of marketing the products manufactured by its parent company SIMAS SpA, SIMAS USA LLC was established in Marblehead (not far from Boston, Massachusetts), thus becoming Italy's first 'Ceramics of Italy' certified sanitary ware company in the United States (www.simasusa.com).
 “We have been on the American market for almost 20 years with a specific product," explains Alessandro Scopetti, general director with full power of attorney for SIMAS USA LLC, " or rather a ceramic kitchen washbasin, which was subsequently flanked by our best-selling classic Arcade model, and over time we realised that a continuous presence would be required in this area. Our goal is to establish a more widespread presence on this market, as well as within its particular showrooms.  The American market, which is currently experiencing an economic recovery, has been particularly appreciative of our authentic made in Italy products, and will certainly bring a great deal of satisfaction."  In 2014, the value of Italy's ceramic sanitary ware exports to the United States amounted to 6.469 million dollars, and the two-month period from January to February 2015 saw an increase of over 11% with respect to the same period from the previous year (Source US Department of Commerce). Furthermore, the U.S. GDP in 2015 increased by +3.6%, and is expected to further increase by +3.3% in 2016. Italy's bathroom furnishings exports to the United States (which ranks fourth in terms of exports after France, Germany, and the United Kingdom) amounted to €47 million, for an increase of +6.5% with respect to 2013. What's more, based on the building market's forecast growth of +4.9% from 2014 to 2020, the expectations for American purchases of Italian bathroom furnishings remain high for both the residential and non-residential sectors. All this is also facilitated by western type sanitisation (tending towards 100%), with bathrooms with hot and cold running  water, 'commode rooms', and bathing areas (Centro Studi Federlegno Arredo Eventi Spa/FederlegnoArredo).
